the component securities of the Index. 2. Remain fully invested except in extraordinary market, political or similar conditions.

Glossary for fund characteristics

The fund characteristics section above contains a number of metrics that professional investors use to value individual stocks against a market or index average. These
metrics can also be used to value and compare funds to the market by taking the average of all the stocks held in the fund and comparing them to those of the fund’s
benchmark index. We’ve provided a definition of the terms used for your convenience.
Yield to worst applies when the portfolio is invested into callable bonds. When it is not the case Yield to worst=Yield to maturity.
Average coupon is the average interest rate paid on the fixed income securities held by a fund. It is expressed as a percentage of face value.
Average maturity is the average length of time until fixed income securities held by a fund reach maturity and are repaid, taking into consideration the possibility that the
issuer may call the bond before its maturity date. The figure reflects the proportion of fund assets represented by each security; it also reflects any futures contracts held. In
general, the longer the average effective maturity, the more a fund’s share price will fluctuate in response to changes in market interest rates.
Average quality is an indicator of credit risk. This figure is the average of the ratings assigned to a fund’s fixed income holdings by credit-rating agencies. The agencies make
their judgment after appraising an issuer’s ability to meet its obligations. Quality is graded on a scale, with Aaa or AAA indicating the most creditworthy bond issuers.
Average duration is an estimate of how much the value of the bonds held by a fund will fluctuate in response to a change in interest rates. To see how the value could
change, multiply the average duration by the change in rates. If interest rates rise by 1 percentage point, the value of the bonds in a fund with an average duration of five
years would decline by about 5%. If rates decrease by a percentage point, the value would rise by 5%.
Distribution yield reflects the amounts that may be expected to be distributed over the next twelve months as a percentage of mid-market unit price as at the date shown.
It is based on a snapshot of the portfolio on that day. It does not include preliminary charge and investors may be subject to tax on distributions.
